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(Craigholme School is recognised by OSCR as a charity SCO14860)
STANDARD GRADE ART AND DESIGN
From t-shirts to telephones, some one has to design it.  Artists do not suddenly produce their finished ideas, they have to work things out and solve problems.  So you see, Art and Design is not just about how good you are at drawing, its about how you think and what kind of ideas you have.
THE COURSE

The course is common to all pupils, with grades at foundation, general or credit levels awarded through assessment of performance. It is unit-based over the two years, with 4-5 units, and time allotted to examination preparation. Some time is also given to skill development.  Good drawing is the basis of all successful artwork.  There are three distinct elements of the course, called Activities:   Expressive, Design and Critical.  There will be one main Expressive and one main Design unit in each year. A related critical activity is a necessary part of each unit.

Expressive Activity

The Expressive Activity encourages the visual expression of creative and imaginative ideas by personal investigation and experiment in various media - drawing and painting, print-making, fabrics and three-dimensional work.

Design Activity

Design activity is concerned with problem solving, this means finding solutions to a given design brief using a design process. The types of design involved are usually packaging and other publicity material, kites, masks, screen-printed textiles, ceramics, or jewellery. 

The pupil also makes a separate evaluation of her own work.
Critical Activity

The critical activity for each unit involves the study of the working methods of artists and designers, past and present, relating to the practical work in the unit. Information is collected, and judgements and opinions formed.  

ASSESSMENT

The Expressive Element

There will be a five-hour examination assessed externally with themes given by the Scottish Qualifications Authority well in advance.  Once the pupil has chosen her theme she then gathers information and reference material, including her own study drawings.  These are taken into the examination for further development.

The Design Element

The design element is assessed internally with the possibility of a visiting moderator each year.  A folio is prepared of the completed design unit for S4, containing four sections - investigation, consideration of ideas, the final outcome and an evaluation.

The Critical Element

The critical element is assessed externally by submission to  the Scottish Qualifications Authority, two investigations, one expressive and one design. These are in written form, and may contain illustrations and other supportive material. They must be the pupil's own response to the subject matter of the unit with reference to art and design.

HIGHER ART AND DESIGN
Higher Art and Design is concerned with the development of visual, intellectual and creative faculties, leading to the production of ideas in visual terms. As in Standard Grade from which it follows, it consists of three parts called activities: EXPRESSIVE, DESIGN and ART and DESIGN STUDIES.

The course is based on aspects of the environment and the candidates' lives and experience, and reflects the working methods of artists and  designers.  Its nature is investigative and requires continuous individual study in gathering references and producing ideas.  The role of drawing in this is of first importance, and a personal sketchbook is kept of drawings, notes, etc.

EXPRESSIVE ACTIVITY
What you have to do:-
1) Choose a theme based on the Visual Arts that interests you e.g. Still Life, portraiture, natural environment or built environment.
2) Decide on a range of sources and stimuli to use.  Decide which visual qualities you will investigate.

3) Decide which materials and processes you will use.

4) Experiment with a variety of ideas.  Decide which of your own ideas you want to get across in your finished work.

5) Produce finished artwork that includes your own ideas and responses to the theme you chose.
Associated Art and Design Studies - Visual Arts

DESIGN ACTIVITY
What you have to do:-

1) Choose a design problem, need or opportunity which interests you.

2) Negotiate a design brief.

3) Investigate the brief.

4) Explore a range of possible solutions to the brief.

5) Choose one solution for further development.
6) Create and present a solution to the brief. 

Associated Art and Design Studies - Designers
THE CERTIFICATE EXAMINATIONS
There is ONE area of examination:-
Art and Design Studies - (1 1/2 hours).
The Art and Design Studies is a 1.1/2 hour written examination which concentrates on the work of the Artists/Designers that have been studied by the pupils.

ADVANCED HIGHER ART AND DESIGN
There are four courses of two units to choose from:-

1) Expressive Practical (80hrs) + Design Practical (40hrs).

2) Expressive Practical (80hrs) + Visual Arts written (40hrs).

3) Design Practical (80hrs) + Expressive Practical (40hrs).

4) Design Practical (80hrs) + Design Studies written (40hrs).

COURSE OUTLINE  -  EXPRESSIVE
A practical unit taking the form of an expressive study which will involve the identification and selection of a theme capable of supporting sustained study in depth of e.g. portraiture, figure composition, landscape, still life etc.
VISUAL ARTS WRITTEN 
The theme should link directly to the context, theme or area of study used as the basis of the associated Practical Expressive unit.
DESIGN PRACTICAL
A practical unit taking the form of a design study which will involve the identification of a theme and the resolution of design problems arising from it, e.g. Product, Jewellery, Fashion or Textiles.
DESIGN STUDIES WRITTEN
The theme should link directly to the context, theme or area of study used as the basis of the associated Practical Design unit.
UNDERTAKING THIS COURSE AS A WHOLE OFFERS A NUMBER OF BENEFITS
1) Pupils can identify, research in depth and respond to a particular area of personal interest and relevance.

2) Pupils' experiences have  balance and breadth.

3) There are maximum opportunities for portfolio production.

4) Indication of a pupil's ability to sustain, develop and bring to conclusions lines of personal thought, decision making and action.

There is no examination for this course — all work completed is sent to the SQA for marking.

NQ UNITS

S6 - POTTERY UNIT

DESIGN WITH BUSINESS UNITS

These two units are currently available for S6 pupils who have not necessarily specialised in art since S2.

PORTFOLIO PREPARATION
There is also provision for S6 pupils who wish to build up a portfolio for College without taking on Advanced Higher Art.

STANDARD GRADE DRAMA
Students find a means of self expression in the Drama classroom.  This subject develops communication skills, improves self-confidence, promotes versatility and develops the ability to co-operate with others and to cope with unforeseen and challenging situations.

During this two year course a variety of stimuli will be explored.  Through group discussion the student will select and initiate ideas which will result in presentations.  There will be work on voice, movement and technical skills.  There will be opportunity to gain a critical awareness of Theatre and drama.

AIMS

The study of Drama aims to enrich the lives of pupils by contributing to their personal and social growth and developing their knowledge and understanding of themselves and others.

ASSESSMENT
There is no separate course for Credit, General and Foundation.  The Grade Related Criteria define the level of performance.

The assessable elements of the course are:-

· Creating
· Presenting
· Knowledge & Understanding
Creating and Presenting are assessed internally with external moderation as required by the Board.

The student will take part in a number of presentations which will be internally assessed.  

She will keep a Folio of her contribution and two of these may be sampled for moderation.
Knowledge & Understanding are assessed by external Examination.

The Examination is one hour long, and is in two sections.  

Section A is based on a Stimulus Paper which is issued in January. 

The candidate chooses one option out of four on which to base her response.

Section B is based on knowledge and understanding of drama.

HIGHER DRAMA
Higher Drama in three sections:-

· Investigative drama.

· Acting.

· Study based on scripts and productions.
INVESTIGATIVE DRAMA

This is covered in the first term and involves workshops, brainstorming and improvisations, role-playing and other creative drama skills in order to explore themes of interest to the group.  The students devise their own drama and present it to an invited audience.

Each student takes responsibility for directing one five-minute section of the presentation. 
A STUDY OF A TEXT IN A THEATRICAL CONTEXT

Students explore Sophocles’ Antigone from the perspective of both an actor and a director preparing for a production.

SCOTTISH CONTEMPORARY THEATRE
Students consider current Scottish texts and productions identifying their themes and performance concepts.
Theatre visits are essential and these watched plays are preferable to plays read in class when answering the Exam Question.
ACTING

Students prepare two acting pieces of roughly five minutes each.  They portray two contrasting characters;  one from "Antigone" and one from the Scottish Theatre.  The excerpts are rehearsed in class and are assessed by a visiting moderator.  Acting is worth 50% of the exam.
WRITTEN EXAMINATION (2 hours 30 minutes)
One essay on "Antigone".
A dramatic commentary on “Antigone” with a Ground Plan.
One essay on Contemporary Scottish Theatre.
This course also involves visits to the Citizens Theatre and other Glasgow venues, to develop theatre awareness and directing skills.

ADVANCED HIGHER DRAMA
There are 3 Units in Advanced Higher Drama:

· Devised Drama

· Twentieth Century Theames of Performance

· Special Study

Devised Drama – the student has to write and direct a piece of their own using one of the themes provided by the Exam Board.  There must be a media component in this piece, an integral piece of video.  This is internally assessby by NAB

Twentieth Century Theams of Performance – The student studies the work of 2 important Directors of the Twentieth Century.  They must answer on both these in the Exam.  One question will be text based and the other will be production based.  This part of the course requires theatre visits and close analysis.

The Special Study – This is the practical section of the Exam.  The Student may choose 

· To act

· To direct or

· To design
Here the student works on a prescribed text and identifies how they came up with their performance concepts.  This is assessed by an External Examiner in March or April.  The Special Study option is worth 50% of the Exam.

WRITTEN EXAMINATION (2 hours)

One essay on Brecht.
One essay on Stanislavski.
This course also involves visits to the Citizens and Tron Theatres and other Glasgow venues, to develop theatre awareness and directing skills.
INTERMEDIATE ENGLISH 
Pupils in S3 and S4 follow courses in Intermediate English, which provides a good basis for further study because it follows the same pattern as Higher English.

Intermediate English aims to develop each pupil’s skills in reading and writing, skills which are vital in any career.
Reading, which holds a central position in every English course, includes class texts and individually chosen ones, fiction and non-fiction, novels, plays and poetry, classics and modern texts.

Writing covers personal, imaginative, literary, factual and discursive topics.

Although talk is not formally assessed as part of Intermediate English, group and class discussions, as well as solo presentations, remain important in the English classroom, and in S4 each pupil will be presented for a free-standing SQA module in Oral Communication at the appropriate level.
Intermediate English consists of three units, Personal Study, Literary Study and Language Study, all of which are internally assessed on a pass/fail basis.  Pupils must achieve a pass in all three units before a pass in the external examination can be awarded.

To pass the Personal Study unit, candidates are required to write critically about a text of their own choice.

To pass the Literary Study unit, candidates are required to complete a Textual Analysis of an unseen text.

To achieve success in the Language Study unit, candidates are required to understand, analyse and evaluate non-fiction print text which conveys complex information, and to compose a piece of writing in a particular genre.

The external examination consists of two papers.

Paper One lasts for one hour and requires candidates to understand, analyse and evaluate one unseen passage of non-fiction print text which conveys complex information.

Paper Two lasts for one and a half hours and requires candidates to write two Critical Essays on texts previously studied in class in response to unseen questions.

Each paper is worth 50% of the total marks.

In May of S4, candidates will sit either Intermediate 1 or Intermediate 2, depending upon individual progress.

INTERMEDIATE 2 ENGLISH
On the basis of S4 results and the school’s knowledge of a pupil’s individual needs, it is sometimes more appropriate for a pupil to follow a Higher English course over two years.  If this is the case, pupils are advised to sit Intermediate 2 in S5 and Higher in S6.

Like Higher, Intermediate 2 consists of three units, Personal Study, Literary Study and Language Study, all of which are internally assessed.

To pass the Personal Study unit, candidates are required to write critically about a text of their own choice.
To pass the Literary Study unit, candidates are required to complete a Textual Analysis of an unseen text.

To achieve success in the Language Study unit, candidates are required to understand, analyse and evaluate non-fiction print text which conveys complex information, and to compose a piece of writing in a particular genre.

The external examination consists of two papers.

Paper One lasts for one hour and requires candidates to understand, analyse and evaluate one passage of non-fiction print text which conveys information and to answer questions on understanding, analysis and evaluation. 
Paper Two lasts for one and a half hours and requires candidates to write two Critical Essays on texts previously studied in class in response to unseen questions.

Each paper is worth 50% of the total marks.

Intermediate 2 English follows the same broad outline as Higher English, but at a less demanding level.
HIGHER ENGLISH
The course is demanding and difficult, requiring a high degree of commitment from students. It encourages the development of individual responsibility and serious study habits, thus preparing students for the demands of higher education and professional life.

COURSE CONTENT

The successful student in a Higher course in English at Craigholme will have achieved the outcomes in each of these component units:-

Language Study

Internal Assessment: 

· one unseen interpretation passage with questions on understanding, analysis and evaluation, completed under examination conditions.
· one essay in a particular genre, completed under controlled conditions
External Assessment:  two unseen interpretation passages with questions on understanding, analysis, evaluation and comparison, completed under examination conditions in May.  This paper lasts 90 minutes and is worth 50% of the total.

Literary Study

Internal Assessment:  one textual analysis completed under examination conditions. 

External Assessment: two critical essays on previously studies texts, completed under examination conditions in May.  This paper last 90 minutes and is worht 50% of the total.

Personal Study
This is done in school under controlled conditions and internally assessed on a Pass/Fail basis. Candidates are required to write a critical essay on a text of their own choice.  Notes and text may be used during the assessment.
ADVANCED HIGHER ENGLISH
Candidates who have obtained grade A, B or C at Higher may choose to follow an Advanced Higher course. This course is designed to be a bridge between school and university and as such it fosters an even greater degree of individual responsibility than Higher English does. 

It is naturally of interest to those intending to pursue an arts degree particularly one in literature; however, it will be of benefit to all prospective university students because it requires candidates to choose a topic for individual in-depth study and to present their findings in dissertation form. At Craigholme the units usually chosen are Specialist Study, Literature and Textual Analysis.  There is, however, scope for candidates to choose Creative Writing instead of Textual Analysis. 

Specialist Study

Candidates will produce, unassisted, under a process of supervision that guarantees authenticity, a dissertation documenting the results of their study of an approved topic, between 3500 and 4500 words in length, with one opportunity for reassessment by means of a revised dissertation.  This will be submitted by 30th April for external assessment by SQA.
Literature

Internal assessment: Candidates will answer, unassisted, in approximately two hours per question under supervision in the centre, with access to texts, one unseen question on previously studied literary texts, with one opportunity for reassessment by means of a new question.
External assessment: Candidates will answer within one and a half hours, without access to the texts, one unseen question from a range of unseen questions requiring knowledge of previously studied literary texts.

Textual Analysis

Internal assessment: Candidates will answer, within one and a half hours, questions on a previously unseen text, either poetry, prose fiction, prose non-fiction or drama.

External assessment: Candidates will answer, within one and a half hours, questions on a previously unseen text, either poetry, prose fiction, prose non-fiction or drama.

Creative Writing

Candidates will produce under a process of supervision that guarantees authenticity, four pieces of creative writing in at least two different genres, each piece a minimum of 1000 words, except poetry where length should be appropriate to purpose and form. The completed Folio will include two authenticated pieces in different genres and will be submitted by 30th April for external assessment by SQA.
MEDIA STUDIES SQA MODULE
Depending on other subject commitments, students will be able to choose a module entitled Press and Magazines.  The course offers a nationally recognised SQA certificate.  It also gives students the opportunity to enrich their knowledge of contemporary issues and to develop a variety of useful skills.  Assessment is ongoing throughout the course, and includes the group production of a newspaper.  There are no formal examinations.

STANDARD GRADE LANGUAGES 
Why should I study a language?

Modern Languages are very important for all sorts of things - holidays, making new friends, future employment and further study.  Learning a language can be lots of fun and can be useful in finding a job, especially one where you have to deal with people from other countries.  Languages other than English are increasingly being used on the Internet, and knowing another language can open up lots of new possibilities.

What will I learn if I do Standard Grade?
You will learn about the language you are studying and about the people and places where the language is spoken.  The language will be used a lot in class.  As well as dealing with everyday topics like your home, family, school, hobbies, holidays and life in the country whose language you are studying, you will also be learning about issues of concern to young people of your own age.  These issues might include sports;  diet, health and fitness;  smoking, drugs, alcohol;  relationships;  the environment; music; cinema;  future plans.  You will have the opportunity to use the computer to support your language learning.

What assessments will I have to do?

You will be assessed in each of the four skills of Speaking, Listening, Reading and Writing.

How will I be assessed in Speaking?
Speaking will be assessed by your teacher in the course of normal classroom activities.  You will be assessed giving a short prepared talk in the foreign language, having a short conversation, and role-playing situations like shopping, booking a room in a hotel, ordering a meal or asking for information in a tourist office.

How will I be assessed in Listening?
Listening will be assessed as part of the final examination.  You will have to listen to a recording of native speakers of the language talking about some of the things you have studied in the course.  You will hear the recording three times and you will have to answer a number of questions in English about what you have heard. Some of the questions will require short written answers and others will be true/false or multiple choice.  You will not be allowed to use a dictionary in this exam.

How will I be assessed in Reading?
Reading will be assessed as part of the final examination.  You will have to read some short texts in the foreign language, relating to some of the  topics which you have studied.  You will have to answer a number of questions about what you have read.  Both questions and answers will be in English.  Some of the questions will require short written answers and others will be true/false or multiple choice.  You will be allowed to use a dictionary in this exam.
How will I be assessed in Writing?
You will be writing in the foreign language as part of your normal classroom activities.  Your teacher will give you advice about what you have written in order to help you improve.  From time to time, you will redraft a piece of work and then write a final version in class, under exam conditions.  You will be allowed to use a dictionary to help with this, but you will not be allowed to use other reference materials or notes.  Towards the end of your course, the final version of your three best pieces of work will be sent to SQA to be marked.
How will my final grade be worked out?
All of the skills assessed (i.e. Speaking, Listening, Reading and Writing) will contribute to your final grade.  Your certificate will show both your overall grade for the subject and the grades you achieved for each of the four skills. 
When your overall grade is being worked out, your grades for Reading and Speaking will be multiplied by 2.  All four grades will then be added together and divided by 6.  So, for example, if your grades were:-

then your final overall grade would be 2.

What can I do afterwards?

After completing Standard Grade in Modern Languages you will be able to communicate at a basic level in a number of everyday situations in the language you have studied.  You will have practical skills which you can use to communicate with young people your own age, or in your future work, or on holidays or in learning another language.  You will also have the opportunity to develop these skills further, either immediately or later in life, by continuing to study the same language and/or another at school, college, university, evening classes, in the workplace or by studying on your own.

Standard Grade courses are offered in French, German and Spanish, most pupils continuing the study of French in S3/S4.  They can choose German or Spanish in addition, or as an alternative to French. The course work and approach are the same for all languages, aiming to give pupils of all abilities the opportunity to use a foreign language as a practical means of communication and to enhance their employment opportunities in the future.
The foreign language is used as much as possible as the language of Communication in the classroom. Books, magazines, TV and Internet sites are used regularly to stimulate the pupil's interest in the language. Pupils of all three languages are given regular conversation practice with native speakers.

"When any citizen of Europe will be free to live, be employed, or ply a trade or profession anywhere in the countries or community, it is crucially important that our young people should not be prevented from exercising this freedom by an inability to use another language."
HIGHER MODERN LANGUAGES
For many years, we have encouraged girls to become fluent in at least one modern language, not necessarily with a view to becoming language specialists, but to using the language as an adjunct to their chosen speciality. For scientists, accountants, doctors, engineers and business people, it is important to have a practical, marketable skill such as a foreign language.

After Standard Grade, S5 & S6 are offered Higher French, German and Spanish.  Pupils wishing a slower steadier pace can follow a two-year course.  Advanced Higher courses are available for S6 in all three languages 
In S6 there is also the opportunity to take an Access 3 beginners’ course in German or Spanish, or intermediate 1 course in Italian.
COURSE OUTLINE

This a multi-skill course using authentic, attractive materials to produce a stimulating programme. It builds on the topics covered in Standard Grade, so should not prove too daunting.  All four skill areas of Speaking, Reading, Listening and Writing are assessed.
The course consists of two units:

Unit 1 : Language
Themes : Lifestyles, Education and Work, The Wider World.
Assessments in Reading, Listening and Speaking (only one pass required in each skill).
Unit 2  :  Extended Reading and Viewing

Study of a French novel.

Writing Assessment 120 - 150 words prepared in advance and written under test conditions.
A candidate must pass both internal and external assessments to gain a Higher award.

Unit passes will be recorded by the SQA on the candidate’s certificate.
The  External Examination

Paper 1 - 1 hour 30 minutes.

Reading : Test of comprehension and questions in English, translation into English.

Directed Writing : Essay 150 - 180 words on imaginary past experience of a stay abroad.

Paper 2 - 1 hour.

Listening : Test of comprehension and questions in English.

Short Essay : 120 - 150 words.   Personal information/opinion on same topic as listening.

Speaking Examination (same as internal assessment in Speaking).

Oral Presentation and discussion on topics of language unit. Conducted and taped by class teacher, subject to moderation.

ADVANCED HIGHER FRENCH/GERMAN/SPANISH
The aim of the course is the development of competence in the skills obtained at Higher in a widening range of contexts which will reflect the increasing maturity of the student, together with the opportunity for in-depth study of more specialised content.  This will prepare her for higher education by encouraging independent study and research using the wide range of multi-media resources available to her, and affording her a broad element of choice to reflect her personal interests.
COURSE OUTLINE
The course consists of two internal units:

UNIT 1 : LANGUAGE
Themes:

Personal, social and cultural issues.  (family life, feminism, media and the arts)
Topical issues.  (European issues, issues relating to France)

Environment.  (pollution, conservation)

As in Higher, assessments in Reading, Listening and Speaking (only one pass required in each skill).

UNIT 2  :  EXTENDED READING AND VIEWING
Study of one literary text with or without related video.
Study of a background topic of the candidate’s choice or a second literary text.
Writing assessment 300 - 400 words on one of the above, prepared in advance and written under test conditions.

Unit passes will be recorded by the SQA on the candidate’s certificate.

The   External  Examination
Paper 1 - 1 hour 20 minutes.

Reading : Test of comprehension and questions in English, translation into English.

Paper 2 - 1 hour 20 minutes.

Listening : Test of comprehension and questions in English.

Discursive Essay : 200 - 300 words.  Writing on one of the themes studied.  Choice of 5 titles.

Speaking Examination
A 20 minute oral conducted by an external examiner, sampling across both units, covering topics and texts chosen by the candidate.

Folio
2 essays in English (up to 750 words each) on text and background topic, submitted to the SQA in March.

STANDARD GRADE MUSIC 
THE COURSE

Through practical involvement in music the Standard Grade course aims to enrich the lives of pupils of all levels of ability by developing the skills and insights which are part of the full enjoyment of music. The course is designed following national guidelines and taking the particular interests of individual pupils into account.

All pupils play music, both on their own and in groups. They are involved in the inventing activities of composing, arranging and improvising. In addition, they are encouraged to listen throughout the course to recorded and live music produced by themselves and others.

ASSESSMENT AND CERTIFICATION
A visiting examiner assesses solo performing.  The teacher assesses group performing and inventing with assessment standards checked by the Scottish Qualifications Authority.

Listening is assessed by a written paper assessed and marked by the Scottish Qualifications Authority based on the playing of a tape recorder.  Question papers are offered at three levels:  foundation, general and credit.  Pupils normally attempt the questions at the two levels best suited to their ability as shown in class.  

Assessment is intended to take into account the standards attainable in the classroom.  Pupils are required to perform on two instruments, one solo and one in a group, providing breadth and variety in the course for all levels of ability.

Work is assessed on performance in the following course elements:-
Solo Performing

Group Performing

Inventing
Listening

HIGHER MUSIC
RECOMMENDED ENTRY
While entry is at the discretion of the centre, students would normally be expected to have attained:-

· Standard Grade music at Credit Level.

· Units or a course in music at Intermediate 2 or equivalent.

COURSE STRUCTURE
The Higher course in music provides opportunities for sustained, progressive learning across 160 hours of work. It compromises two units, one mandatory and the other elected from a list of options.

Mandatory Unit
Performing, Inventing and Listening (H) 80 hours

Optional Units
One of the following:-

· Inventing Extension (H) 40 hours

· Listening Extension (H) 40 hours

· Midi-Sequencing (H) 40 hours

· Performing Extension (H) 40 hours

EXAMINATION REQUIREMENTS

PERFORMING

Mandatory
You will be required to perform at least two pieces either solo or as part of a group, on any instrument of your choice.

Extension
Solo performing will be at a more advanced level and a more substantial programme of pieces will be required.  In addition you may choose one of the following options:-

· Solo or group performing on another instrument.

· Practical Musicianship, either by providing a harmonic accompaniment to a melody (practical harmony) or by extending an idea through improvisation (extemporisation).

LISTENING
All candidates will be required to sit a test in listening.  Those who opt for an extension study will sit a further paper and also complete an investigative study chosen from a prescribed list of musical works.

INVENTING
All candidates will be required to compile a folio of contrasted inventions through composing, arranging or improvising. At extension there will be a choice of studying and writing formal harmony or creating an extended composition.

ASSESSMENT
For examination purposes all aspects Core Inventing will be assessed externally.

SUPPORTED SELF-STUDY
All candidates will, through negotiation, be set targets.  To achieve these targets a self-study element of supported self-study will be essential, both at home and during study periods in school.

In opting to study Higher Music, due consideration should be taken of future career requirements. Higher Music would be advisable for those wishing to pursue a career in music and would be of benefit, for example, to those wishing to enter the field of nursery, primary or secondary education.  It will also provide pupils, regardless of career choice, with an enriching and lifelong interest in music making, enhancing their own lives, and also those of the community of which they are part.

ADVANCED HIGHER MUSIC
RECOMMENDED ENTRY

While entry is at the discretion of the centre, students would normally be expected to have attained:-

· An award in Music at Higher or equivalent.

COURSE STRUCTURE

The Advanced Higher course in music provides opportunities for sustained, progressive learning across 160 hours of work where appropriate, teachers and lecturers may wish to use it along with the course at Higher to form a continuous, two-year programme.  The course at Advanced Higher may also be taken as a free-standing one-year course.  It compromises two units, one mandatory and the other elected from a list of options.
