Dear Parents,

I write on behalf of the Instrumental tutors to remind those of you whose daughters have instrumental lessons or who may be considering lessons that the tutors are not employed by the school and therefore are not salaried.
They would greatly appreciate payment of fees at the start of each term before lessons begin, on the first lesson of the term or by return having received their invoice. 
There has been a dramatic increase in instances of non payment of fees, usually just an oversight in many cases. However, I know the tutors would greatly appreciate your support in this matter. 

May I also ask that if your daughter is ill you inform the tutor independently of the school or ask the school secretary to ensure a message is passed to the tutor. All non reported absences will charged as a normal lesson.

It is school policy that six weeks notice be given of intent to withdraw your daughter from instrumental lessons or payment in lieu.
