Euroscola Project

Sarah Peyto (S6), was selected to take part in the Euroscola  
Project along with other pupils from across Europe. The  
project consisted of a week of activities, most of which were  
conducted in French.  

The first task, undertaken in pairs, was a street survey in French about  
Scotland’s role in Europe. This exercise was an excellent means for pupils  
to practise their pronunciation and conversational French skills.

In the Parliament itself the pupils listened through headphones as officials  
explained their roles followed by a question and answer session.

One candidate was then chosen from each Rotary Club 
across Britain.

My French has 
improved a lot and I feel more confident about meeting new people.”

Euroscola is a multi-lingual project led by officials of the Parliament. It is a  
prestigious event with young people being given an insight into what it’s like  
to be an MEP as they sit in the main debating chamber and use electronic voting. 

S2 travelled to the Isle of Raasay where they spent five days 
at Raasay Outdoor Centre.

Both the pupils and accompanying staff enjoyed various activities 
including mountain biking, kayaking, abseiling, climbing and a full day walk 
to Dun Caan, the highest point on the island. The girls also participated in 
team building games, beach art and learnt some history of the island and 
its people.

Craigholme has been part of our family life since the 1940s. My 
older sister Rhona Thomson (née Orr) started our association. 
My father, Thomas Orr, was a Governor of the School for many 
years. The most recent family member to attend Craigholme 
was my niece Wendy Wallace (née Orr).

I started at Craigholme in 1950 when the primary school was still located in 
Albert Drive and completed my secondary education at St. Andrew’s Drive, 
four doors from home. For the academic year 1962/63 I was Head Girl, chosen 
from a class of six. With Science and Maths as my major leaving subjects I 
enrolled at the Glasgow School of Occupational Therapy, which was located  
in Springkell Avenue. Anatomy lectures were held at Glasgow University with  
Bill & Ben the mortician men. 1,500 practical clinical hours were completed  
in hospitals and community organisations across Central Scotland.

Following graduation in 1966 my career has included working in acute 
psychiatric hospitals and services for people with an intellectual disability; 
but the majority of my 40+ clinical years has been working with children with 
a physical disability and their families.  

For the last 16+ years I have worked in the tertiary spina bifida and associated 
conditions service at The Children’s Hospital at Westmead which is close to 
Parramatta, where the first crops in Australia were successfully planted in 
1789 to feed the fledgling settlement of Sydney.

Since 1992 I have been Head of the Department of Occupational Therapy and 
since 2001 I have been Chair of the Division of Allied Health at the same hospital. 

Geography with Miss Lindsey stimulated my interest in Australia. In June 
1970, I married Mike in Sydney, to become Mrs Jones. We have two wonderful 
children and are proud grandparents, soon to welcome another baby Jones 
on a date yet to be advised!

I will retire in July of this year and plan to travel Western Australia on a 
camping holiday to see the wild flowers; an interest I acquired studying 
botany with Miss Ruff at Craigholme. I still have my collection of 50 pressed 
wild flowers of Scotland.

Thanks go to Craigholme for giving me a broad Scottish education as well 
as enduring friendships. I am fortunate that I am still in contact with school 
friends, two of whom I met on my first day of school.
